See, I am sending my messenger to prepare the way before me, and the Lord whom you 

seek will suddenly come to his temple. The messenger of the covenant in whom you 

delight—indeed, he is coming, says the LORD of hosts. But who can endure the day of 

his coming, and who can stand when he appears? 

For he is like a refiner’s fire and like fullers’ soap; he will sit as a refiner and purifier of 

silver, and he will purify the descendants of Levi and refine them like gold and silver, 

until they present offerings to the LORD in righteousness. Then the offering of Judah and 

Jerusalem will be pleasing to the LORD as in the days of old and as in former years.

the maintenance of thy true religion and virtue. 

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops, Priests, and Deacons, and specially to thy 

servants +Andrew and +Riscylla our Bishops, that they may both by their life and 

doctrine set forth thy true and living Word, and rightly and duly administer thy holy 

Sacraments: Prosper, we pray thee, all those who proclaim the Gospel of thy kingdom 

among the nations: And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and specially to this 

congregation here present, that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear 

and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the days 

of their life. 

And we most humbly beseech thee of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succour 

all them, who in this transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other 

adversity, especially those for whom our prayers are desired [….]

beseeching thee to give us grace that, rejoicing in their fellowship, we may follow their 

good examples, and with them be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom. 

Grant this, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and Advocate, to whom, 

with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory, world without end. Amen.

Wherefore, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, we thy humble servants, with all thy 

holy Church, remembering the precious death of thy beloved Son, his mighty 

resurrection, and glorious ascension, and looking for his coming again in glory, do 

make before thee, in this sacrament of the holy Bread of eternal life and the Cup of 

everlasting salvation, the memorial which he hath commanded; And we entirely desire 

thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, 

most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus 

Christ, and through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole Church may obtain remission 
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of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion; And we pray that by the power of thy 

Holy Spirit, all we who are partakers of this holy Communion may be fulfilled with thy 

grace and heavenly benediction; through Jesus Christ our Lord, by whom and with 

whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father
